Catechism of the Catholic Church

promise [of seeing God] surpasses all beatitude. . . . In Scripture, to see is to possess. . . . 

Whoever sees God has obtained all the goods of which he can conceive."344  See § 2534

Presenter Resources: 

Though coveting may not seem to be as fundamental as killing or stealing, it is similarly 

related to the good of community.  The word for coveting in Hebrew suggests not simply 

desire but desire that leads to action.  The Hebrew Bible is full of stories of the social 

chaos that results when relationships are violated.  For example, because David covets a 

married woman, he sends her husband to his death in battle (2 Sam. 11-12).  If followed, 

the commandments provide a framework for realization of the common good.

Recursos del presentador: 

Aunque la codicia no parezca tan fundamental como matar o robar, está igualmente 

relacionada con el bien de la comunidad. La palabra codicia en hebreo sugiere no 

simplemente deseo sino deseo que conduce a la acción. La Biblia hebrea está llena de 

historias del caos social que resulta cuando se violan las relaciones. Por ejemplo, porque 

David codicia a una mujer casada, envía a su esposo a la muerte en la batalla (2 Sam. 11-

12). Si se siguen, los mandamientos proporcionan un marco para la realización del bien 

común.

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Matthew 6: 19-21; 25 - 34 

 “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and decay destroy, and 

thieves break in and steal.   But store up treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor 

decay destroys, nor thieves break in and steal.  For where your treasure is, there also will 

your heart be.  

“Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat [or drink], or about 

your body, what you will wear.  Is not life more than food and the body more than 

clothing?  Look at the birds in the sky; they do not sow or reap, they gather nothing into 

barns, yet your heavenly Father feeds them.  Are not you more important than they?  Can 

any of you by worrying add a single moment to your life-span?  Why are you anxious 

about clothes?  Learn from the way the wild flowers grow.  They do not work or spin.  

But I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was clothed like one of them.  If 

God so clothes the grass of the field, which grows today and is thrown into the oven 

tomorrow, will he not much more provide for you, O you of little faith?  So do not worry 

and say, ‘What are we to eat?’ or ‘What are we to drink?’ or ‘What are we to wear?’  All 

these things the pagans seek.  Your heavenly Father knows that you need them all.  But 

seek first the kingdom [of God] and his righteousness, and all these things will be given 

you besides.  Do not worry about tomorrow; tomorrow will take care of itself.  Sufficient 

for a day is its own evil.
